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Throughout Fiscal 2022, we distributed more than 55 million pounds of food
across the 26 counties we serve. As a good steward of the donations we
receive, we continue to ensure than more than 97% of all funds received go
directly to serving our community. Our focus on our network of more than
600 partners remains intense as they are on the front lines caring for our
neighbors. The economy has certainly made this work challenging, yet we
find ourselves more steadfast in our mission and look forward to continued
positive impacts on those we serve.

This year also brought a fresh perspective. We know that “just providing food”
will not be the action that transforms our region. We are laser focused on
systems change, nutrition education, providing resources to change trajectories
and lives, and focusing on root causes of hunger, thereby transforming the
lives of individuals and families struggling with food insecurity, and creating

a brighter, nutritionally secure future for everyone.

Thank you for joining us on this journey. Together, we will create a pathway to
nutritional security for all!
